THE GIVER: Movie vs. Novel Comparison
Directions:  Group will receive, at random, a particular movie part to pay attention to throughout the viewing of THE GIVER.   Each assigned part is a significant difference between the movie and the novel.  
During the viewing:

· Pay close attention to your group’s assigned movie part

· Track its development throughout the movie, not just in a particular part (it may change)
· Take notes as you are watching; be as detailed as possible.
· Discuss the part with your group members for different perspectives and interpretations.
After the viewing prompt:  Analyze the extent to which THE GIVER departs from the novel, evaluating the choices made by the director. 
· Provide a three slide PowerPoint presentation with your group; each group member MUST present a portion of the PowerPoint
· The first slide should explain some of the more notable differences between the movie and the book.

· The second slide should provide a reasoned inference(s) as to why the director chose to make these changes.

· The third slide should evaluate the differences, focusing on whether they enhance or detract from the original version presented in the novel.

· There will be a FAQ at the end of the presentation (be ready to support your conclusions)
